Dad said that Xavier willed the farm to Sullivan with the
understanding that FX would be taken care of as long as he lived. Dad seemed to think that was fair
I really don't think that Sullivan had to pay for the farm because he was the youngest and it was
passed on to him (kind of a reverse primogenitor).



At least that was my understanding. In reality, there is no way Sullivan could have afforded to pay
for the farm at that time. Xavier died in '34. Sullivan kind of inherited Irene and Mr Burno from
Xavier. Eventually in a private ceremony much later, they were married.
